Additionally, clubs will be encouraged to develop mass plantings of daffodils at the above mentioned facilities, public buildings, Blue Star Memorial sites, etc.  

Two outstanding daffodil collections, Master Daffodil Blend, with at least 50 tall and mid-sized varieties, and Golden Harvest, an incredible bulb that is vigorous and long lasting, are offered through Colorblends. When these bulbs are purchased through Colorblends, 40% of the purchase price will serve as a fundraiser for NGC. Clubs, Districts, Regions will be awarded with a Certificate of Appreciation and Participation by the NGC President. 
In areas where a Daffodil will not grow, yellow Marigolds and yellow Dayliles have been approved. Potted daffodils are encouraged.
Sponsoring groups may be allowed, if desired, to have fund raisers or seek underwriting – actual or in kind, within their communities to support the project.
